Pursuant to the Study and Examination Rules of Palacky
University and the Code of the Rigorosum Procedure of
Palacky University the Dean stipulates as follows:

Part I: Common Provisions

Article 1

Object of Regulation
This regulation shall provide for the formal
arrangement of Bachelor’s, Master’s, Rigorosum
Theses and Doctoral Dissertations (hereinafter
“qualification theses“, if not stated otherwise)
defended at the Faculty of Law of Palacky University
(hereinafter “the Faculty of Law“) and delimit the
characteristic thereof.
This regulation shall relate to all study programmes
and to all rigorosum procedures performed at the
Faculty of Law.
Provisions of this regulation shall apply to seminar
works and other student papers, as appropriate.

Article 2

Plagiarism

Under this regulation plagiarism means an
intentional or negligent non-ethical act of
incorporating someone else's ideas, work or methods
into your work or a part thereof without the correct
and full acknowledgement of the source, or
presenting someone else's ideas, work or methods as
one's own notwithstanding the potential consent of
the author with such conduct. This definition shall
cover all published as well as unpublished material in
any form (manuscript, printed or electronic), a part
of such material, an idea or a method.
The author of a qualification thesis shall make a clear
and correct reference to all original sources used in
the work while complying with all the formal
requirements detailed in the citation norm. The
necessity to acknowledge original sources applies not
only to text, but also to illustrations, graphs, etc. It
shall be clearly indicated for the reader which parts
of the work are an original outcome of the intellectual
and creative activity of the submitter of the
qualification thesis and which parts have been
adopted or inspired by the work of another author.
Any form of plagiarism is absolutely unacceptable
and shall be considered a disciplinary offence. In the
case that the final version of a qualification thesis
raises suspicion of an actual act of plagiarism, the
advisor of a thesis, the supervisor, or the reviewer are
obliged to inform the Dean of the Faculty of Law of
Palacky University of such a fact in order to institute
the disciplinary proceedings.
Forms of plagiarism especially include:
a) Copying someone else's work, parts of a work or

ideas without stating the original source, or

presenting such work as one's own.

b) Making use of someone else's service in
producing a qualification thesis instead of the
student, notwithstanding whether such a service
would be paid or free of charge. The same shall
apply to the "preparation of materials" for such
work.

¢) Incorporating direct quotations which are not
identified as such by the use of quotation marks
or indentation and which are not fully and
correctly referenced.

d) Incorporating a paraphrase of somebody else's
words or ideas without giving due
acknowledgement to the original author. The
same applies to summaries and overviews.

e) "Patchwriting", i.e. wrong paraphrasing. Mere
alteration of a few words or their order, or
changing the sequence of ideas shall not be
considered a paraphrase. A wrongly created
paraphrase giving the false impression that
adopted ideas or parts of the text are the student's
own original work shall constitute plagiarism.

f) Failing to properly acknowledge all material or
ideas arising from lectures, interviews, e-mail
communication and the like.

g) Providing an incorrect, inaccurate or incomplete
bibliographic citation and reference. This
includes the absence of any part of the
referencing system and the failure to follow the
rules set by this regulation.

h) Using a secondary text to quote or paraphrase a
passage and not making it clear in bibliographic
citation.

i) Failing to acknowledge assistance from the part
of fellow students or other external sources and
making use of other unauthorised forms of
cooperation. This does not apply to the guidance
provided by the advisor or supervisor of the
thesis.

j) Incorporating any form of cut and paste from the
Internet or other electronic sources without its
proper referencing and including it in the
reference list.

k) Failing to cite your own earlier work (auto-
plagiarism) or fulfilling one's study duties
through the re-submission of own work which
had been previously used and submitted as a part
of the fulfilment of other study duties.

Article 3
Individual Parts of Qualification Theses

Each qualification thesis shall contain the following

integral parts:

a) front page as defined by Art. 4(4);

b) author’s declaration of authenticity, as defined
by Art. 4(6);

d) introduction, having mainly a methodological
and conceptual function, that should especially
cover the following (with regard to the type of

qualification thesis):
i specification of the objective and the topic
of the thesis,

topic,
iv. characteristic of the sources used, their
evaluation,

V. justification of the method used,
definition of hypotheses and research

e) the actual body of the thesis divided into
chapters, subchapters and paragraphs;

f)  conclusion;

g) list of sources used (reference list), stating
exclusively the sources that are actually cited in
the thesis. The reference list should be divided
into categories (e.g. secondary sources, primary
sources, legal regulations, case law);

h) summary (abstract) in English and in Czech, the
extent of which corresponds with the type of
qualification thesis;

i)  list of key words in Czech and in English.

Qualification theses can be complemented by

purposeful appendices.

Article 4

Formal Layout of Qualification Theses

Text shall be typed on an A4 paper format with 2,5 cm
top and bottom margins, 3 cm left margin and 2 cm
right margin.

In the case of using a text editor the following is

recommended:

a) font: usage of proportional font such as Arial,
Times New Roman or Garamond; font size for the
body of the thesis being 12pt, for footnotes 10pt,
for first-level headings 16 pt (bold), second-level
headings 14pt (bold), third-level 12pt (bold);

b) spacing: 1,5 spacing for the body of the thesis,
single spacing for footnotes (1 line);

¢) paragraph: aligned in a block; indented first line,
no space between paragraphs;

d) headings: chapters numbered with Arabic
numerals; third-level headings (e.g. 2.3.1) should
be the maximum. First-level chapters always
begin on a new page.

Pages shall be numbered consecutively, the front page

considered page one.

Article 6

Referencing System

Bibliographic citations, explanatory notes, reference
to further literature and other elements aside from the
actual text of the theses written in the Czech or Slovak
language shall be integrated into the footnotes.

Article 7

Referencing Standard

The cited source shall always be clearly identified
within the referencing system. Information on the
source shall be taken from the cited source, i.e. the
document used by the student. Information stated in
the example models, including italic type, is
compulsory. In the case that the cited source does not
state any of the compulsory information, such
information shall be left out. Information on the
edition of a publication shall not be included in the
case of the first edition of a publication. All
information shall be stated in the language in which
the thesis is written, except for the name of the source
(including title of the journal or edited book) and the
place of publication, which shall be stated in the
language of the source (unless the source is not
written in the Roman alphabet).

Citations in the theses written in the Czech or Slovak
language shall be referenced according to example
models detailed in Appendix 5.

Citations in the theses written in the English
language shall be referenced according to example
models detailed in Appendix 6.

Article 8

Extent of the Qualification Thesis

The extent of the qualification thesis is determined
by the number of characters including spaces.

The extent of the thesis covers the entire text of the
thesis including footnotes. Front page, declaration of
authenticity of the text, content, reference list,
abstract and potential appendices shall not be
included in the final number of characters.

Article 9

Submission

Bachelor’s and Master’s Theses shall be submitted in
two hard cover copies, Rigorosum Theses and
Doctoral Dissertations shall be submitted in three
hard cover copies. One printed copy of the
Rigorosum Thesis and Dissertation Thesis shall
include a CD or DVD containing an equivalent
electronic version of the thesis in .doc or .docx format
and also in the .pdf format.

Together with the printed version of the thesis the
student is obliged to enter its equivalent in the
electronic form to IS/STAG via the portal ,,UP Study
Agenda“ (http://stag.upol.cz) in accordance with the
procedure and the requirements specified in the UP

Part I1: Bachelor’s Thesis

Article 10

Characteristic of a Bachelor’s Thesis
The Bachelor’s Thesis proves the author’s ability to apply
the essentials of scientific work. The assigned topic can be
processed using the summarizing method, provided that
the thesis is endorsed by correct referencing. The
viewpoints of the author on the main issues related to the
topic is desirable.

Article 11

Extent of a Bachelor’s Thesis
The extent of a Bachelor’s Thesis shall range between 50
and 80 thousand characters. A different extent is
acceptable exceptionally and with a due justification,
supported by the written consent of the advisor of the
thesis and the head of the department.

Part III: Master’s Thesis
Article 12

Characteristic of a Master’s Thesis

A Master’s Thesis proves the author’s ability to apply the
principles of scientific work. The Master’s Thesis shall
exceed the level of a Bachelor’s Thesis as to the extent and
the depth of topic treatment. The text shall not be purely
descriptive, but it shall also offer an analysis and own
views on the topic. It presupposes the use of a large range
of professional literature as a source, including scientific
journal articles. Work on the thesis shall be monitored by
the advisor of the thesis.

Article 13

Extent of a Master’s Thesis
The extent of a Master’s Thesis ranges between 90 and 120
thousand characters. A different extent is acceptable
exceptionally and with due justification, supported by the
written consent of the advisor of the thesis and of the head
of the department.

Part IV: Rigorosum Thesis
Article 14

Characteristic of a Rigorosum Thesis

A Rigorosum Thesis proves the author’s ability to perform
independent scientific activity in the domain of research
and development. The author shall find solutions to
research questions, put own hypotheses to test and adhere
to the chosen methodology. While description shall be cut
to a minimum, theoretic-analytical parts with a high input
from the author shall prevail. The author shall use of a
large range of professional texts as a source, including
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scientific journal articles and foreign literature.

Article 15

Extent of a Rigorosum Thesis
The extent of a Rigorosum Thesis shall range between 180
and 220 thousand characters. A different extent shall be
acceptable exceptionally and with a due justification,
supported by the written consent of the Dean of the
Faculty.

Part V: Doctoral Dissertation
Article 16:

Characteristic of a Doctoral Dissertation

1) A Doctoral Dissertation is the result of the scientific
research of the author, proving his/her readiness to
join the professional and academic community. The
thesis is the author’s original contribution to
professional discussion, theoretical background being
tested on modern empirical findings. Knowledge and
the use of sources, including foreign sources and
literature (comparative study, theoretical part), to
explore the topic in full depth is a prerequisite. Work
on the Doctoral Dissertation requires close
cooperation with a dissertation supervisor.

2) Further general conditions related to the Doctoral
Dissertation are provided for in the Study and
Examination Rules of Palacky University.

Article 17

Extent of a Doctoral Dissertation
The extent of a Doctoral Dissertation shall be not less than
270 thousand characters. A lesser extent shall be allowed
exceptionally and with a due justification, supported by
the written consent of the the supervisor and the Dean.

Part VI: Final Provisions
Article 18

Control of the Observance of Rules
Observance of the rules provided for in the internal
regulation shall be monitored by the advisors of the theses,
supervisors and external reviewers. Supervision over the
implementation of the internal regulation shall fall within
the competence of the Vice Dean who is in charge of the
relevant study programme.

Article 19
Final Provisions

1) The Internal regulation PF-B-18/10 on the Formal
Requirements for Qualification Theses at the Faculty
of Law of Palacky University is hereby repealed.

2) This internal regulation comes into effect on 1.7.2021.

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Appendix 6: Referencing models for texts written in the English language

Students submitting documents written in English shall choose one of the three following reference standards and comply
with the selected standard throughout the entire work.

Option 1.

The main text shall contain in-text citations in author-date style and a full reference list arranged alphabetically
by author's surname placed at the end of the work.

A. In the main text, ideas taken from other people (in-text citations) are indicated by placing the author's
surname, the date of publication and the range of pages where the original idea is to be found in
brackets. The items in brackets are separated by a comma (,). The range of pages shall be as narrow as possible
allowing the reader to spot the idea in the original source instantly. In the case of a quotation the exact page in the
original source shall be given.

Examples:
Citing an author's name directly in the text

Fukuyama (2011, pp. 245-75), for instance, contends that competition between legal systems has driven the formation of
certain modern states.

Citing an author's name indirectly in the text

High power inequality and negative othering, recent political change, and negative resource appropriation
(commercialization, privatization, or state intervention) increase the likelihood of escalation (Ide, 2015, pp. 61—70).

Citing several sources at the same time
Citing directly

The nonstate system is usually seen as either an obstacle to progress (Farran, 2006, pp. 77—105) or effective, efficient,
and reflective of true community preferences (Harper, 2011).

Citing indirectly

For, if law is, as some legal theorists have claimed (Rawls, 2002, p. 50; Waldron, 2012, pp. 28—30; Postema, 2014, pp. 94—
96; Kelsen, 1967, pp. 31—-32), the sum of the arguments that it is considered legitimate to adduce to justify state coercion
in any given community, law ultimately is but those arguments.

Citing a source with several authors

Land and Felson (1976, pp. 565—604) have argued that sociologists should develop models of the complex social
processes that generate reported crime rates.

While there are some doubts about whether the UCR-measured increase in property crime during the late 1980s captures
an actual rise in crime or trends in crime reporting by both victims and agencies participating in the UCR (Boggess and
Bound, 1997, pp. 725—39), the increase in serious violent crime—and homicide in particular—beginning around 1985 is a
well-documented fact (Blumstein and Rosenfeld, 1998, pp. 1175—-1216).

Three or more authors
Use “et al.” after the first author.

Growing awareness of negative social consequences of climate change has triggered an upsurge in studies on its
implications for violence (Adger et al., 2014, pp. 755—791).

Citing sources by the same author(s) in different years

The most prominent normative model is the participatory or discursive model with Jurgen Habermas as its strongest
advocate with similar views expressed by Barber (1984, pp. 28—30; 1996, pp. 39—40) and others.

Citing sources by the same author(s) in the same year

In the in-text citation differentiate sources published by the same author(s) in the same year by adding a lower case letter
(a, b, ¢, ...) directly after the year, with no space. The work marked "a" in the in-text citation shall be listed first in the
reference list (the lower case letters are not added after the year in the reference list). Further works by the same author
published in the same year are listed in the order indicated by letters of the alphabet.
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State-centrism also affects regional organizational design, which typically privileges state autonomy (Foot, 2014a, pp. 188—
206). ... mistrust fuelled by the competitive structures of world politics as well as cooperative tendencies generated by
interdependence and mutual vulnerability (Foot 2014b, pp. 1096—97).

Citing chapter author(s) in edited sources

Cite sources that appear as a chapter (or some other part of a larger work) that is edited by using the name of the
contributing author(s), not the editor of the whole work.

Simultaneously, it acknowledges that peace is more than the absence of violence but also includes ‘the inconceivability of
violent conflict’ due to positive symbolic relations (Conca, 2002, p. 9).

Citing institutional authors

If the author is an institution rather than a particular person, you can cite the name of the institution or its abbreviation
(provided that you write the name fully the first time you cite it, followed by the abbreviation in brackets). This is common
for publications by health, education, or government institutions.

Many health care trusts across the UK have embraced the Productive Ward programme, Releasing Time to Care, developed
by the NHS Institute for Innovation and Improvement (NHSi) (2009, p. 24).

Quoting

If you cite text word for word, it is necessary that you provide the relevant page with your quote (if the sources have page
numbers).

Short quotes

Laub and Sampson (1988, p. 374) concluded that ‘family process and delinquency are related not just independent of
traditional sociological controls, but of biosocial controls as well’.

Long quotes
Quotations of over 50 words shall be indented right, without the quotation marks.

Such tension between the nature of reality as presented by the ideology of legal centralism and the actual state of the
empirical world has led to the inelegant spectacle of social research on law characterized, as Galanter puts it, by a

repeated rediscovery of the other hemisphere of the legal world ... [of the fact] that law in modern society is plural
rather than monolithic, that it is private as well as public in character and that the national (public, official) legal
system is often a secondary rather than a primary locus of regulation. (1981, p. 20)

Square brackets [] shall be used for words inserted in the quotation. To show readers that part of a quotation is missing,
use three dots to replace the missing words. If the original text contains an error of grammar or spelling, or some
unexpected language or phrasing, place [sic] right after the word or phrase.

Citing secondary sources

This relates to information about another author's work in the work you are reading which you would like to cite in your
own work.

Direct citation
Ennis (1996, cited in Robinson, 2011, p. 34) identifies three key critical thinking dispositions.
Indirect citation

This study uses three critical thinking dispositions: accuracy, honesty and dignity (Ennis, 1996, cited in Robinson, 2011, p.

A consistent
system of recording such names shall be used throughout the list of references.
