Abstract: This section will explore the use of human rights in judicial practice, especially
national courts. Currently, the principle of subsidiarity is viewed as the cornerstone of the
system of protection of human rights. It is the primary responsibility of states to ensure that
human rights are respected and protected on a domestic level and any international
protection mechanism is only supplementary. Taken to the domestic level also apex courts
in a country provide only subsidiary protection of human rights, which must be protected by
lower level courts. The topics explored at the conference will focus on this relationship
between domestic apex courts and the lower courts and between domestic courts and
international bodies, notably the European Court of Human Rights. The aim is to evaluate
how the principle of subsidiarity works in judicial practice and to assess how human rights
are used by domestic court systems below the apex court.
