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The Formal Requirements for Qualification Theses
at the Faculty of Law of Palacky University in Olomouc

Pursuant tothe Study and Examination Rules of Palacky University and the Code of the Rigorosum Procedure of Palacky
University the Dean stipulates as follows:

Part I: Common Provisions

Article1

Object of Regulation
1) Thisregulation shall provide for the formal arrangement of Bachelor’s, Master’s, Rigorosum Theses and Doctoral
Dissertations (hereinafter “qualification theses®, if not stated otherwise) defended at the Faculty of Law of Palacky
Univ ersity (hereinafter “the Faculty of Law“) and delimit the characteristic thereof.
2) Thisregulationshall relatetoall study programmes and toall rigorosum procedures performed at the Faculty of Law.
3) Provisionsofthisregulation shallapply toseminar works and other student papers, as appropriate.

Article 2

Plagiarism

1) Under this regulation plagiarism means an intentional or negligent non-ethical act of incorporating som eone else's
ideas, workor methodsintoy our work or a partthereof withoutthe correct and fullacknowledgement of the source,
or presenting someone else'sideas, work or methods as one's own notwithstanding the potential consent of the author
with such conduct. This definition shall cover all published as well as unpublished material in any form (manuscript,
printed or electronic), a part of such material, anidea or a method.

2) The author of a qualification thesis shall make a clear and correct reference to all original sources used in the work
while com plying with all the formal requirements detailed in the citation norm. Thenecessity to acknowledge original
sources appliesnot only totext,butalsotoillustrations, graphs, etc. It shall be clearly indicated for thereader which
partsofthe workare an original outcome of the intellectual and creative activity of the submitter of the qu alification
thesisand which partshave been adopted or inspired by the work of another author.

3) Any form of plagiarism is absolutely unacceptable and shall be considered a disciplinary offence. In the case that the
final version of a qualification thesis raises suspicion of an actual act of plagiarism, the advisor of a thesis, the
supervisor, or the reviewer are obliged toinform the Dean of the Faculty of Law of Palacky University of such a fact
in order toinstitutethe disciplinary proceedings.

4) Formsof plagiarism especially include:

a) Copyingsomeone else'swork, parts of a work or ideas without stating the original source, or presenting such work
asone's own.

b) Making use of someone else's service in producing a qualification thesisinstead of the student, notwithstanding
whether such a servicewould be paid or free of charge. The same shall apply tothe "preparation of materials" for
such work.

¢) Incorporatingdirect quotations which arenot identified as such by the use of quotati on marks or indentation and
which arenot fully and correctly referenced.

d) Incorporatinga paraphrase of som ebody else's words or ideas without giving due acknowledgement to the original
author. The sameappliestosummaries and overviews.

e) "Patchwriting", i.e. wrong paraphrasing. Mere alteration of a few words or their order, or changing the sequence
of ideas shall not be considered a paraphrase. A wrongly created paraphrase giving the false im pression that
adoptedideasor partsofthetextare thestudent'sown original workshall constitute plagiarism.

f) Failingtoproperly acknowledge allmaterial or ideas arising from lectures, interviews, e-mail communication and
thelike.

g) Providingan incorrect, inaccurate or incomplete bibliographic citation and reference. Thisincludes the absence
of any partofthereferencing system and the failure tofollow therules set by this regulation.

h) Using a secondarytexttoquote or paraphrase a passage and not making it clearin bibliographiccitation.

i) Failing to acknowledge assistance from the part of fellow students or other external sources and making use of
other unauthorised forms of cooperation. This does not apply to the guidance provided by the advisor or
supervisor of the thesis.

j) Incorporating any form of cut and paste from the Internet or other electronic sources without its proper
referencing and including it in the reference list.

k) Failingtociteyour own earlier work (auto-plagiarism) or fulfilling one's study dutiesthrough the re-submission
of own work which had been previously used and submitted as a part of the fulfilment of other study duties.

Individual Parts of Qualification Theses

Each qualification thesis shall contain the following integral parts:

a) front page asdefined by Art. 4(4);

b) author’sdeclaration of authenticity, as defined by Art. 4(6);

¢) tableofcontents,listof abbreviations (if need be);

d) introduction, having mainly a methodological and conceptual function, that should especially cover the
following (with regard tothe type of qualification thesis):

i. specification of the objectiveand the topicof the thesis,
ii. time and content (eventually territorial) specification,
iii. review of the existing treatment of the topic,
v. characteristic of the sourcesused, their evaluation,
v.  justification of the methodsused,in the case of scientifically oriented thesisthe definition of the research

questionsor hypotheses, inthe case of practically oriented thesis the definition of the problem tobe
solved and the document tobe prepared,
Vi, explanation of the structuring, brief overview of the content;

e) theactual body ofthe thesisdivided intochapters, subchapters and paragraphs;

f) conclusion;

g) list of sourcesused (referencelist), stating exclusively the sourcesthat are actually cited in the thesis. The
referencelist shouldbe divided into categories (e.g. secondary sources, primary sources, legal regulations, case
law);

h) summary (abstract) in English andin Czech, the extent of which corresponds with the type of qualification
thesis;

i) list ofkey wordsin Czech andin English.

Qualification theses can be com plemented by purposeful appendices.

Articleg4

Formal Layout of Qualification Theses

Text shall be typed on an A4 paper format with 2,5 cm top and bottom margins, 3 cm left margin and 2 cm right

margin.

In the case of usinga text editor thefollowingisrecommended:

a) font:usageof proportional fontsuch as Arial, Times New Rom an or Garamond; font size for the body of thethesis
being 12pt, for footnotes 10pt, for first-level headings 16 pt (bold), second-level headings 14pt (bold), thirddevel
12pt(bold);

b) spacing: 1,5 spacing for the body of the thesis, single spacing for footnotes (1 line);

¢) paragraph:alignedin a block; indented first line, no spacebetween paragraphs;

d) headings: chapters numbered with Arabic numerals; third-level headings (e.g. 2.3.1) should be the maximum.
First-level chapters alwaysbegin on a new page.

Pagesshallbe numbered consecutively, the front page considered pageone.

Thefront pageshall contain the following information:

Qualification theses shall be written in standard Czech or Slovak language. Use of a different language shall be possible
with the written consent of the advisor or the supervisor of the thesis and the Dean. In addition, doctoral dissertations
require theconsent of the Doctoral Studies Subject-Area Board.

Article 6

Referencing System

Bibliographic citations, explanatory notes, reference tofurther literature and other elements aside from the actual text
of thetheses written inthe Czech or Slovaklanguage shall be integrated into the footnotes.

Footnotes shall be consecutively numbered throughout the whole text of the theses written in the Czech or Slovak
language.

To indicate footnotes, a number formatted in superscript shall follow the relevant part of the text of the theses written
in the Czech or Slovaklanguage. Thefootnotes themselves shall then be placed under a horizontal line at the bottom
of the same page.

Bibliographic citations, explanatory notes, reference to further literature and other elements aside from the actual text
of the thesis written in English shall be integrated in accordance with one of thereference options detailed in A ppendix
6 of thisinternal regulation.

Article?y

Referencing Standard
The cited source shall always be clearly identified within the referencing system. Information on the source shallbe
taken from the cited source, i.e. the document used by the student. Information stated in the example models,
includingitalic type, is compulsory. In the case that the cited source does not state any of the compulsory information,
such information shallbe left out. Information on the edition of a publication shallnot be included in the case of the
first edition of a publication. All information shall be stated in the language in which the thesis is written, except for
the name of the source (including titleof thejournal or editedbook) and the place of publication, which shall be stated
in thelanguage of the source (unless thesource isnot writtenin the Rom an alphabet).
Citations in the theses written in the Czech or Slovaklanguage shall be referenced according to example m odels
detailedin Appendix 5.
Citations in the theses written in the English language shall be referenced according to example models detailed in
Appendix 6.

Article 8

Extent of the Qualification Thesis

The extent of the qualification thesis is determined by the number of charactersincluding spaces.

The extent of the thesis covers the entire text of the thesisincluding footnotes. Front page, declaration of authenticity
of the text, content, reference list, abstract and potential appendices shall not be included in the final number of
characters.

Submission

Bachelor's Theses, Master's Theses and Doctoral Dissertations shall be submitted in electronic form in accordance
with the procedure set out in paragraph 2. Dissertations shall also be submitted in two copies, at least one of which
shall bein hardcover. Rigorosum Theses shall be submitted in triplicate, at least one of which shall be in hardcover.
The electronic form of the Rigorosum Thesisin .docx formatand at the same time in .pdf formatissent by e-mail to
therelevantdepartment of the Faculty of Law of the UP.
The electronic form of the Bachelor's Theses, Master's Theses and Doctoral Dissertations is to be uploaded by the
studentviathe portal "UP Study Agenda" (http://stag.upol.cz) toIS/STAG, according tothe procedure and with the
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requirements specified in the relevant UP internal standardz.

3) Withinone week after uploading theelectronicform of Bachelor’s or Master’s Thesisinto IS/STAG, the student shall
submitin digital or printed form tothe secretary of therelevant department the filled in form “Information about the
qualification thesis”, generated from IS/STAG after submitting the electronicform of the thesis.

Part II: Bachelor’s Thesis

Article10

Characteristicof a Bachelor’s Thesis

1) Thescientifically oriented Bachelor's Theses consistsin a professional analysisof a chosen legal problem or institute
with theaim of a comprehensive elaboration of the current state of knowledge of the problem or institute. n a
scientifically oriented Bachelor's Theses the author demonstrates the ability to apply the fundamentals of scientific
work. The assigned topic may be treated using the survey method, provided that the sources used are properly cited.
It isappropriate toinclude the author's own views on the m ajor issuesrelated tothetopic covered.

2) Practically oriented Bachelor's Theses consistsin the preparation of a legal document (e.g.legal regulation, contract,
submission, decision, etc.) solving a specificlegal problem and legal analysis justifying and commenting on themain
features of the content of the prepared document, especially the legal anchoring of the institutes used, their
interpretation and explanation of the suitability of the chosen solution. In the practically oriented Bachelor's Theses,
the author demonstrates a basiclevel of ability to prepare and formulate alegal document, tosearch, sort, analyse and
interpret legal norms, court decisions, professional literature and other legal information, to formulate and present
legal arguments in writing, and toidentify and analyse legal problems in specific practical situations and propose their
solutions.

3) Thewritingofthe Bachelor's Thesesissupervised by the thesis supervisor.

Article11

Extent of a Bachelor’sThesis
The extent of a Bachelor’s Thesis shall range from 50 to 80 thousand characters; in the case of a practically oriented
Bachelor’s Thesis, a legal document and itslegal analysisis an obligatory part of the content. A different scope is possible
only exceptionally with proper justification after written approval of the thesis supervisor and the head of the department.

Part III: Master’s Thesis
Article12

Characteristicof a Master’s Thesis

1) A scientifically oriented Master’s Thesis consistsin a scientificanalysis of a chosen legal problem or institute with the
aim of developing the current state of knowledge of this problem or institute. In a scientifically oriented the Master’s
Thesis, the author demonstratesthe ability toapply the principles of scientificwork. The thesis exceedsthelevelof a
Bachelor's Thesis in scope and depth of elaboration. Thetext contains not only a description, but especially an analysis
and offersits own views on the topic. Theuse of a wide range of literature, includingjournal sources, is expected.

2) Practically oriented Master’s Thesis consists in the preparation of a legal document (e.g. legal regulation, contract,
submission, decision, etc.) solving a specificlegal problem and alegal analysis justifyingand commentingin detail on
the content of this document, in particularthe legal anchoring of the institutes used and their interpretation, the choice
of a given solution from among possible alternatives, an explanation of its suitability for solving the given problem,
and the legal and professional ethical context of the prepared document and the problem solved. In the practically
oriented Master’s Thesis, the author demonstrates the ability to prepare and formulate a legal document, to search,
sort, analyse and interpret legal norms, court decisions, professional literature and other legal information, to
formulate and present legal arguments in writing, and the ability to identify and analyse legal problems in specific
practical situations and to propose their solutions.

3) Thewritingofthe thesisissupervised by the thesis supervisor.

Article13

Extent of a Master’s Thesis
Thelength of the Master’s Thesis ranges from 9 0to120thousand characters; in the case of a practically oriented thesis, a
legal document and its legal analysis is an obligatory part of the content. A different scope is possible only exceptionally

Part IV:Rigorosum Thesis
Article14

Characteristicof a Rigorosum Thesis

A Rigorosum Thesis proves the author’s ability to perform independent scientific activity in the domain of research and
development. The author shall find solutions toresearch questions, put own hypothesestotest and adhere tothe chosen
methodology. While description shall be cut to a minimum, theoretic-analytical parts with a high input from the author
shall prevail. The author shall use of a large range of professional texts as a source, including scientific journal articles and
foreign literature.

Article1s

Extent of a Rigorosum Thesis
The extent of a Rigorosum Thesis shall range between 180 and 220 thousand characters. A different extent shall be
acceptable exceptionally and with a duejustification, supported by thewritten consent of the Dean of the Faculty.

Part V:Doctoral Dissertation
Article 16:

Characteristic of a Doctoral Dissertation

1) A Doctoral Dissertation is the result of the scientific research of the author, proving his/her readiness to join the
professional and academic community. The thesis is the author’s original contribution to professional discussion,
theoretical background being tested on modern em pirical findings. Knowledge and the use of sources, including
foreign sources and literature (comparative study, theoretical part), toexplore thetopic in fulldepthisa prerequisite.
Work on the Doctoral Dissertation requires close cooperation with a dissertation supervisor.

2) Further general conditionsrelated tothe Doctoral Dissertation are provided for in the Study and Examination Rules
of Palacky University.

Article17

Extent of a Doctoral Dissertation
The extent of a Doctoral Dissertation shall be not less than 270 thousand characters. A lesser extent shall be allowed
exceptionally and with a due justification, supported by the written consent of the the supervisor and the Dean.

Part VI: Final Provisions
Article 18

Control of the Observance of Rules
Observ ance of therules provided for in the internal regulation shall be monitored by the advisors of thetheses, supervisors
and externalreviewers. Supervision over the implementation of the internal regulation shall fall within the com petence of
theVice Dean whoisin charge of the relevant study programme.

Article19

Final Provisions

1) The Internal regulation PF-B-18 /10 on the Formal Requirements for Qualification Theses at the Faculty of Law of
Palacky University ishereby repealed.
2) Thisinternal regulation comesinto effect on 1.7.2021.
